Technical officials play an important part at tournaments.  All Technicial Officials will act in a professional manner at all tournaments.  NAJA will ensure training will be on the same standard as the rest of the country.

DRESS CODE
Male:

Black trousers, white shirt & black blazer

Female:
Black trousers / skirt, white blouse & black blazer

CODE OF CONDUCT
- Table Officials should at all times be well mannered, well dressed & should set an

   example to others.  The reason being that you are representing JUDO, your 

   province & club.

- Technical Officials may not support a judoka on the mat (shouting) whilst working 

  at the table.  Get permission from the NAJA Technical Official Co-ordinator to be 

  relieved at the table & return after the fight for duty.

- No Technical Officials may leave the mat if arrangements were not made with the 

  NAJA Technical Official Co-ordinator, so that a replacement can be arranged.

REQUIREMENTS
All Technical Officials must:

Be fully registered with NAJA & must be in possession of a valid Technical 

           Official record card.

4.2
Ensure that the record card be completed after every tournament.  The card 

           must be handed to your NAJA Technical Official Co-ordinator at the end of  

           the year for updating of your records.

4.3
Attend as many tournaments as possible in order to accumulate practical 

           hours.

4.4
Attend a Technical Officials course at least once a year.

Work together with the referee & corner judges.

All Technical Officials must be able to do the following functions:


- Pool sheets (losers pool, round robin, repecharge)


- Watches


- Scoreboard


- Belts
